How to Grow Your 
Student Club

• Back to school night - flyers and 

talking with parents.

• Posters with QR Codes around the 

school - highlight the benefits. 

• Give students flyers to pass out to 

their friends. 

• Advertise inside the school on the 

day that Student Club meetings 

are happening.

• Have an “invite a friend” meeting - 

this works great in December. 

• Let your outgoing students run the 

membership table. 

• Have PTSA members present 

around the school (lunchtime 

activities, assemblies, school plays, 

etc.)

• Free lunch once a month

• Birthday gift

• Leadership training

• Service opportunities

• New friends

• T-Shirt
